POLICY TITLE: PREPARING FOR MOLE, CYST, SKIN TAG OR FORGIEN REMOVAL AND OR SUTURES. 

POLICY STATEMENT: The Health Center will insure that its staff is prepared for procedures. 

PROCEDURE: 

A. Purpose 

1. To insure all needed equipment is readily available for the procedure. 

B. Equipment and Supplies 

1. Exam light

2. Suture set 

3. Sterile drapes 1 fenestrated, 1 non-fenestrated 

4. Scalpel Blade (check with the practitioner for blade size preference) 

5. Syringe with 25 gauge 5/8" needle

6. Alcohol swabs 

7. Sterile gloves (size varies by practitioner) 

8. Extra sterile 4x4 gauze (There is some already in the suture set) 

9. Ethicon and Vicryl sutures all sizes 

10. Silver Nitrate sticks 

11. Hyfrecator and tip if indicated 

12. Pathology slip and jar if indicated 

13. Telfa and or Band-Aids 

14. Tape 

15. Peroxide 

16. Bacitracin Ointment 

17. Mayo stand and procedure cart 

18. Consent form 

19. Gown 

C. Steps: 

1. Open the suture set using sterile technique. (This will become your sterile field.) 

2. Open scalpel blade and allow it drop on to the sterile field 

3. Bring patient to the room and obtain wgt. and vital signs.

4. Obtain a signed consent form. 

5. Assess the site and have the patient undress as appropriate and have gown available if needed 

6. Prep the area with betadine. Working in a circular motion, wipe the site and surrounding area. 

7. Drape the area with the fenestrated drape. 

8. Have the sterile gloves, extra gauze, pathology slip, suture materials, dressing supplies and ointment available. 

9. Assist the practitioner with the procedure. 

10. Assess the area and apply dressing as necessary.

11. Check and complete Encounter Form. 

12. Obtain blood pressure. If stable, discharge the patient.
