Medical Policy

Pediatric Immunization Policy

I. All new pediatric patients will be asked about their immunization status.

A. Ask to see their immunization record.

B. Ask where they received their previous immunizations

C. If the above two are not available, ask parents to bring immunization record on the next visit.

II. Established Patients

A. The immunization records will be checked with every patient visit to determine the patient’s immunization status.

B. Ask if the patient received immunizations elsewhere.

III. Recording Immunizations

A. New Patients

1. Record all previous immunizations from other medical offices in the pediatric Data Section.

2. When immunizations are given:

a. Record on the ODH forms

b. Parents are to rece ive Vaccine Information Sheet.

c. Ask parents if there are any questions.

3. Subsequent Immunizations:

a. Provider establishes and informs the parent of the next immunization date according to accepted immunization schedule.

b. Clinical staff is to reinforce next date upon discharging patient.

B. Estblished Patients

1. Record any immunizations the patient may have received from other providers.

2. See III A2 above.

C. Record on Immunization Tracking System

IV.      All immunizations are given according to the currently accepted guidelines based on American Academy of Pediatrics (AAP) and Advisory Committee onImmunization    Practices.
