Pharmaceutical Policy

It is the policy of The Health Center to provide and/or subsidize the cost of necessary patient medications for those patients who fall within the Center’s sliding fee scale guidelines.  

In order to maximize resources, The Health Center utilizes several mechanisms to procure patient medications.

A. Pharmaceutical Samples – On-site

All staff physicians participate in a pharmaceutical representative visitation schedule whereby sample medications are procured for distribution to indigent YCHC patients.  The samples received are categorized by classification, e.g. antibiotics, antihypertensives, etc.

B. Indigent Program Participation

The Health Center participates in all available programs that provide free pharmaceutical to indigent patients via mail or voucher.  Program applications are procured and managed by the clinical staff.  Medications and/or vouchers are forwarded to The Health Center for dissemination to the prescribed patient.  All medications distributed by The Health Center via these programs are tracked in the indigent medication log and files, as well in the individual patient’s chart.

C. The Health Center Medication Supply

A limited supply of basic antibiotics and antihypertensives are purchased by The Health Center and distributed to nominal fee patients when no other options are available.  These medications are meant to be for short-term use only, until the patient can be placed in an indigent medication program, or until other arrangements can be made.  The medications purchased are determined according to physician/dentist preferences and distribution of these medications is vigorously tracked and monitored.
