Immunization Protocol

Purpose:  To provide easily accessible immunizations, reduce patient waiting time, and assure quality of service in provision of immunizations.

Recipients:  All employees of the Lake Superior Community Health Center

1. The registered nurse may give immunizations to any patient of the Lake Superior Community Health Center without a provider visit within the guidelines of this protocol.  Persons wishing to be immunized and awaiting a provider appointment may be immunized by the RN in advance of the appointment.

2. Adult and childhood immunizations will be offered and encouraged. 

a. Immunizations will be provided using the current schedule and guidelines of the Minnesota or Wisconsin Departments of Health as determined by the patient’s state of residence. The RN or MA will explain the risks and benefits of each vaccine prior to immunization.  

b. The patient or guardian must read the current vaccine information statement prior to administration.  

c. If the patient is not able to read, it will be read to the patient.  

d. After the patient’s questions are answered, the vaccine will be administered.

3. Immunizations will be documented in the patient’s chart to include:

a. Name of the vaccine

b. Manufacturer’s name 

c. Lot number 

d. Dose provided

e. Procedure used

f. Route of administration 

g. Site of injection

4. Emancipated minors will be treated as adults under this policy.

5. Children under age 5 must have had a physical examination within the past year or be scheduled for a well child check within the next 4 months.

6. Immunizations for travel are not included in this protocol.
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
