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I. Purpose

An encounter between a nurse and a patient in which the nurse acts as an independent provider of medical services, under the delegation and supervision of a physician, nurse practitioner, or physician’s assistant, who has no direct contact with the patient during that visit. Nursing Visits are commonly referred to as “Level One”: Code is 99211. InterCare recognizes the importance of non-licensed clinical support staff in providing patient care, however due to UDS requirements, this policy and procedure refers to licensed nurses only.

II.
Procedure
A. Requirements of a Nursing Visit:

1.
A physician, nurse practitioner, or physician’s assistant must be on the premises.


2.
Requires thorough and consistent supporting documentation, including; 




reason for visit:

a.
detailed documentation of services provided

b.
which provider ordered the intervention

c.
signature of nurse and provider 

3.
Flow sheets are used, as they allow the nurse to collect needed information from the patient, improve provider efficiency by allowing for rapid review of clinical information, and minimize documentation.

4.
Use a Miscellaneous Progress Note in patient chart, if additional documentation is needed.

Approved nursing visits at InterCare include:



1.
Family Planning Services (99211FP)
a.
Provision of contraceptive/birth control (includes depo injections),


treatment or counseling and education.

2.
Health Education (99211ED

a.
Promoting knowledge regarding healthy behaviors, including but not limited to STD’s, smoking cessation, reduction in misuse of alcohol and drugs, disease management strategies (e.g., diabetes education).

Medical Care (99211MC)

a.
Provision of basic preventive and curative medical services having instructions that are specifically defined, e.g., suture removal, wound care, irrigations, dressing changes

C.
Documentation: Nurses are responsible for completion of the applicable flow chart, any additional documentation related to the visit, and the Encounter form.
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
