Tuberculosis Skin Testing

All _________ employees must have a TB skin test performed at the time of initial employment and annually thereafter.  This test will be provided to the employee at no cost.  The time of testing will be designated by the Director of Medical Services.

The test must be repeated in 2-10 weeks if exposure has occurred to an employee.

The Mantoux skin test (PPD) is the only acceptable skin test.  The TB tine test is not acceptable.

All tests are to be read 48-72 hours after administration.

If an employee has a known history of a positive TB skin test, annual testing will follow the most current CDC Guidelines on Tuberculin Skin Testing and Treatment of Latent Tuberculosis.
